Applicants must be between the 
ages of 15-25 (on June 25, 2023). Rising 
high school sophomores, juniors, and 
seniors; high school graduates; and 
community and undergraduate college 
students who strive for academic 
excellence through hard work are 
encouraged to apply.

The admissions committee seeks a 
well-balanced cohort that is diverse 
and inclusive, and whose members will 
interact well, and meaningfully, with 
each other and with  their teachers.
